Sitcoms and soaps

The name sitcom is short for situation comedy. This means
a comedy with a storyline, set in a ‘situation’ such as family,
work or a group of friends. Famous sitcoms include, for
example, Friends, Seinfeld and The Simpsons (which is an
animated sitcom).

The term soap opers, or just soap, first appeared in the
USA in the 1930s to describe radio drama series, which were
often sponsored by soap producers. TV soap operas came
later. The most famous American soaps, such as Dallas (1978
1991) and Dynasty (1981-1989) tended to show the idealised
lifestyles of the extremely rich. In contrast, the long-running
British productions Coronation Street (1960-present) and
EastEnders (1985-present) are about the everyday lives of
ordinary people.
