All flights in and out of the UK and a number of
other European countries have been suspended as
clouds of volcanic ash from an eruption in Iceland
move south.

FLIGHT ON THE HUDSON »)-

On January 15, 2009 US Airways flight 1549 took
off from La Guardia airport in New York City. Its
destination was Charlotte, North Carolina. But the
plane, an Airbus A320, never got there. Only three
minutes after taking off, the plane flew into some
large birds. As a result it immediately lost power
from both engines. There was no time to land at
any of the airports nearby, so the pilot, b7-year-
old 'Sully’ Sullenberger, decided to land on the
freezing waters of the Hudson River. It was risky
to try landing so close to the tall buildings and
busy streets of Manhattan, but it worked.

All 1565 passengers and crew survived.
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Would you pay more for an airline
ticket if you didn't have to put up with
little children on board? According to
a survey by travel website Trip Advisor,
one third of British people say they
would. | understand why. You know
what it's like.
